Starting with overlapping works, Guillaume Constantin & Raphaël Zarka conceived an indoor and mental 
landscape. Guillaume Constantin’s cut-open plastic mountain is a partial sculpture, a copy of a stone and snowy 
summit. It receives in the red magma of her entrails a geometrical form, as would be a geological stone. This 
sculpture, made by Raphael Zarka, a perfect geometrical volume made of casting wood and embedded Carrare 
marble, is a replica of a concrete form that comes from an ensemble of photographs named «Les formes du 
repos». 
« This gallery, l’Espace Diderot, is well-known for its architecture made by Massimiliano Fuksas : black painted 
inclined walls and no windows. This great room is more like a concert hall than an exhibition space and reminds 
us obviously of a human-size camera obscura, a lightproof space able to cristallize fragments of the world outside 
and bring those inside. Thus we propose this indoor landscape : a snowy mountain top, open like a body 
containing a strange fossil : a geometrical shape made of marble and wood. At the entrance, a wooden board 
holds a phottograph of another snowy  landscape that remains between the urban and the natural. »
